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The level of group cohesion for Jerusalem Football
players in Palestinian league

Abstract

The aim of this study was to identify the level of group
cohesion for Jerusalem Football players in Palestinian league, in
addition to determine the differences in the group cohesion according
to club degree variable. The study was conducted on a sample that
consisted of 40 players. Group cohesion scale was applied to collect
data. The results of the study revealed that the level of group cohesion
for Jerusalem Football players in Palestinian league was moderate,
where the response mean for the total score was (2.28). The ranks
order of group cohesion domains were as follow: domain of group
integration-task (2.36); domain of group integration-social (2.34);
domain of individual attraction to the group-social (2.25); and domain
of individual attraction to the group-task (2.19). furthermore, there
were no significant differences in the level of group cohesion for
Jerusalem Football players in Palestinian league due to club degree
variable.

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Abstract

This study aimed at identifying the level of family care and its
relationship with attachment patterns among the general secondary
stage students in Al-Karak directorate of education and the impact of
the variables of (gender, academic stream) on them. The study used
the descriptive correlational approach. The study sample consisted of
(440) male and female general secondary school students in Al-Karak
directorate of education. The researcher used the scale of family care
and the scale of attachment patterns after developing them and
verifying their validity and reliability. The results revealed that the
level of family care was high, and that the pattern of secure attachment
was the most common one, followed by the avoidant attachment
pattern, and finally the anxious pattern. The results revealed that there
Is a positive correlation relationship between the pattern of secure
attachment and family care, while there is a negative relationship
between attachment patterns (avoidant, anxious) and family care. The
results revealed that there is no difference in the relationship between
scale of family care and the three attachment patterns among general
secondary stage students according to the variables of (gender,
academic stream).

In the light of the results, the study recommended the necessity
of activating the role of media by publishing educational programs
among the general secondary stage students in Al-Karak directorate of
education in order to raise the level of family care and show the best
practiced attachment patterns.

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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the relationship between the style
of autocratic administrative leadership and job performance. and the
study found a high degree of correlation between low performance
and The personality characteristics and personality traits of an
autocratic leadership affect their ability and motivation to learn. A
work environment in which an autocratic style prevails affects the
passive transfer of acquired skills to work. Employees who work
under autocratic administrative leadership are considered the least
efficient at work. The results also showed that a moderate autocratic
leadership style is more positive for job performance than other types
of autocracy. There was no training treatment to improve the level of
this relationship. The study recommended the need to develop the
foundations and criteria for selecting administrative leaders, and to
make a fundamental change in the way the leadership process is
practiced in terms of focusing on selecting those with personal
characteristics of skills and experiences that are commensurate with
the leadership position.
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The level of mental satisfaction for female physical education

teachers in the governmental schools at Jerusalem governorate

Abstract

The aim of this study was to identify the level of mental
satisfaction for female physical education teachers in governmental
schools at Jerusalem governorate, and to determine the differences in
the level of mental satisfaction for female teachers according to
qualification and experience variables. To achieve that, the study was
carried out on a random sample that included (16) female PE teachers
in the governmental schools at Jerusalem governorate. To gather data,
mental satisfaction scale consisting of (25) items was applied on the
study sample. The results of the study showed that the level of mental
satisfaction for female physical education teachers in governmental
schools at Jerusalem governorate was high, where the response mean
for the total score was (2.80). in addition, the findings revealed that
there were no statistically significant differences in level of mental
satisfaction for female physical education teachers in governmental

schools according to qualification and experience variables.

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ABSTRACT

This research aims to achieve a sets of goals, which are the
practical application of the discriminatory analysis technique to
analyze the dependent variables (adaptive (0) and non- adapted
students (1) , and its impact on the explanatory variables, testing the
significance of the factors which have taken in the study and also their
impacts on the dependent variables, as well as determining the relative
importance of elements influencing the adaptation of foreign students
at Ajdabiya University. Finally study the ability of the discriminatory
feature to classify students into two groups (adaptive students-and
non- adapted students).

This research was based on relative stratified random samples
of foreign students at the faculties of Ajdabiya University, and they
numbered 85 students, and to achieve the goal of this research, data
were collected through a questionnaire and using the statistical
package software for social science (IBM SPSS Statistics 28) statistics
as atool for analyzing study data.

This research reached a set of results, the most important of
which is that the discriminatory feature is highly significant between
two groups of foreign students, the adaptive and non-adapted, within
the University. It also found that the explanatory variables used in the
model succeeded in explaining 74% of the distinction between the
adaptive and non- adapted students.

In addition to that , it was found that the total correct
classification of the sample in the special form ( difficulties of
adjustment) was estimated at 97.%, and the total correct classification
of the sample in the special form (difficulties of administrative)
estimated at 71.8%.

Therefore, interdisciplinary studies are of great importance considering cognitive
development to reduce the gap between their disciplines. It also serves the Arabic
language as literature represents a social system. Thus, these studies have become
an urgent requirement to escape from the captivity of specialization and benefit
from the achievements of other cognitive fields, such as linguistics, psychology,
sociology, history, geography, among others in pursuit of integrative criticism.
Problem of the study:

How cognitive fields overlap between literature (represented in the poetic
text) and other humanities, especially sociology and psychology.

Quiestions of the study:
- To what extent does literature overlap with sociology and psychology?
- How can we create an interstitial space by observing social rituals and
contexts in a literary work?
- How did the overlap affect the language, aesthetics, and music of the text?
Objectives of the study

Based on the problem and previous questions, there were several goals, the
most important of which are: identifying the mutual cognitive fields of literary
criticism, such as psychology and sociology, and their relationship to the analysis
of the poetic text to show the extent of interaction between literary criticism and
various cognitive fields.

Significance of the study:

The significance of the study lies in opening new cognitive horizons and
confirming the idea of (cognitive integration) through the overlap of the fields of
knowledge to answer a knowledge problem that is difficult to answer through a
single discipline or knowledge field.

Methodology

The researcher used the descriptive analytical method to describe the
literary phenomenon (poetic text) and analyze it in its multiple and overlap
contexts, especially the social and psychological context, to reach the awareness
inherent in the depths of the text through an applied interdisciplinary study of the
poem “Al-Ghibta Fikra” (Happiness is an Idea) by Ilya Abu Madi as a model for
the overlap of these cognitive fields.

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The Impact of Outward Remittances of Migrant Labor on
Economic Growth in KSA: Econometric Study 1990 - 2020
Abstract:

This study aimed to measure the impact of migrant workers'
remittances on economic growth in Saudi Arabia according to a set of
macroeconomic variables during the period 1990 - 2020. to achieve
those goals; Two scientific methods have been used: the analytical
approach, which aims to analyses data, to assess the effects of migrant
workers' remittances on Saudi Arabia's macroeconomic indicators.
While the econometric method based on the use of economic models
to assess appropriate parameters and the relationships necessary to test

short-term and long-term hypotheses.The study used ARDL's joint

integration methodology, using the statistical program E-Views
version 12. It found a number of important findings, most notably:
that growth in remittances of migrant workers REM has a negative
statistical impact on Saudi Arabia's economic growth rate during the
1990-2020 study period in the short and long debts. The study also
found a number of statistical relationships between migrant workers'
remittances and macroeconomic indicators. The growth of private
sector exports was found to have a positive impact on the short and
long-term rate of economic growth in the Kingdom. The growth of the
current account balance has had a positive impact on the short-term
economic growth rate in the kingdom. On the other hand, the study
did not confirm the impact of FDI and non-oil private sector domestic

product on economic growth of Saudi Arabia during the study period.

Finally, the study made a number of recommendations, which

improve the implications of migrant workers' remittances for the

Saudi economy .

The problem of instability of agricultural export revenues
occupies a space in the economies of the countries of the research
sample, because of its importance in increasing or decreasing the
volume of revenues achieved, and therefore it is the main reason for
the instability of economic growth, which is reflected in instability in
providing the requirements of agricultural and economic development.
And the search was assumed. The increase in the instability of
agricultural export revenues will lead to negative effects on the
economic growth of the research sample countries during the research
period. The instability of agricultural export revenues on the growth of
exports in the second stage, and to achieve the goal of the research,
the quantitative analysis method was adopted in two stages, following
the two-stage weighted least squares method, which is characterized
by consistency and impartiality after achieving the diagnostic
condition. In the first stage, the model of variables affecting
fluctuations in agricultural export revenues for the countries of the

of national income (Y_4) in the countries {Muricio, the Philippines,
Chile, Ghana}, respectively.
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Introduction :

The problem of instability of agricultural export revenues is
one of the problems that most developing countries suffer from,
especially agricultural ones. This problem is one of the main causes of
macroeconomic fluctuations and economic growth for many countries.
In addition to that, the problem of the relative scarcity of capital in
these countries on the one hand, and international variables such as the
emergence of the World Trade Organization on the other hand. This
has added new burdens on its agricultural exports, which are the main
resource in providing hard currency to finance the requirements of the
economic development process and achieve economic growth.
Therefore, achieving stability or increasing agricultural export
revenues has become an important problem facing most economies of
developing countries.

Research hypothesis:

The research assumes that the problem of the instability of
agricultural export revenues in the countries of the research sample led
to an increase in fluctuations in the economic growth of these
countries, which increased the stumbling of economic development in
these countries. The research also assumes that the variables of
commodity concentration and the geographical concentration of
agricultural exports and price fluctuations The exchange of the local
currency against the US dollar has a qualitative and disparate effect on
the development of fluctuations in the returns of agricultural exports
to the countries of the research sample, and that these fluctuations in
returns also have a qualitative and disparate effect on both the growth
of agricultural output and the growth of national income, and this is
what the researcher is trying to prove. Hence the importance of the
research stems from the importance of fluctuations, especially the
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limited ones, in the revenues of agricultural exports, and because of
their importance in meeting the requirements of import commodities,
in increasing government budget support as one of the sources of
financing, and in reducing inflation. In addition to its role in
increasing national income leading to positive developments in
investment and economic growth, so it was necessary to search for the
reasons for the occurrence of these fluctuations on both sides of
supply and demand for agricultural commodities in global markets.
On the supply side of agricultural commodities, natural and climatic
conditions play A major role in the fluctuations in the supply of
agricultural exports exceeds the fluctuations in the supply of exports
of other commodities, which leads to large changes in prices followed
by greater fluctuations in the returns of agricultural exports, and the
elasticity of supply of these commaodities is characterized by low and
weak price response accordingly, and weak competition with similar
On the one hand, population increases in developing countries lead to
an increase in domestic consumption of agricultural commodities, and
then a decrease in the volume of exports of agricultural commodities
due to the increase in domestic demand for these commaodities. Where
consumption increases by (6%), it is clear that the increase in the
production of agricultural commodities in these countries does not
exceed (2%), in addition to the fact that following wrong economic
and social policies In these countries, it negatively affected the
development of the volume of exports of agricultural commodities
and, consequently, the decrease in the revenues generated from these
exports. As for the demand for the agricultural commodities of these
countries in the global market, it may decrease as a result of the
changes that occur in the income elasticity due to the changes in the
incomes of individuals in the importing countries. In addition, the
substitution of manufactured commodities instead of some agricultural
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commodities as a result of technical progress has a significant impact
on increasing fluctuations in the volume of agricultural exports to
these countries. In addition, the importing countries, especially the
developed ones, have worked to achieve a degree of self-sufficiency
and adopt consumer protection policies. Therefore, all these factors
lead to large fluctuations in the prices of agricultural commodities
exported by developing countries, which had an undesirable impact on
macroeconomic variables. And the economic growth of the countries
exporting these commodities. Among the research conducted on the
impact of fluctuations in agricultural commodity exports’ revenues on
economic growth is the research of (Dawe) in (1996) in which he
showed that fluctuations in export revenues for a sample consisting of
(85) countries from the beginning of the seventies until the mid-
nineties had a negative and significant effect on GDP growth, while a
study (Sinna) in the year (1999) of nine Asian countries using the time
series method concluded that fluctuations in export revenues have a
varying effect, as it showed a positive effect in the countries {South
Korea, Myanmar, Pakistan and Thailand} With a negative impact in
Japan, Malaysia, the Philippines, Sri Lanka and India. While the study
(Scholamreze & others) in (2010) showed that the relationship
between fluctuations in export earnings and economic growth in a
sample consisting of (22) countries in the Pacific Ocean and East Asia
using cointegration analysis. It was found that the instability of export
earnings had a negative impact on economic growth in these
countries. In the year (2012) a study (Rashid & others) showed that
fluctuations in export earnings for member states of the South Asian
Association (SAARC), which are (India, Sri Lanka, Nepal, Pakistan)
through an aggregate function using cointegration analysis had a
negative impact on economic growth .
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Research objective:

The research aims in the first phase of it to measure the impact
of indicators (variables) affecting the instability of export revenues
from agricultural commodities for eight developing agricultural
countries. These influencing variables are (commodity concentration,
geographical concentration, the foreign exchange rate of the local
currency against the US dollar).

In the second stage, we measure the impact of the instability of
agricultural commodity export revenues (which is the dependent
variable in the first stage) on economic growth in these developing
countries, represented by {agricultural output growth and national
income growth} for these countries, and then matching the results
with what came In the research of the reference presentation on the
one hand, and the interpretation of the results in accordance with the
economic theory on the other hand.

Research sample:

For the purpose of conducting a research, a sample was
selected from developing countries, namely {Argentina, Romania,
Bulgaria, Dominica, Ghana, Mauritius, the Philippines, Chile} and the
motives for selecting the research sample were the following:

1- The countries of the research sample are mainly agricultural
countries.

2- Being non-oil countries .

3- These countries did not go through civil or foreign wars during the
research period. That is, they are stable security countries.

4- The percentage of the agricultural sector's contribution to the
national product or national income is considered high.

5- The countries of the research sample are distributed over large areas
of the world, in order that if one of these countries happened to
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be exposed to a natural disaster such as floods, hurricanes or

drought during a certain period of time, this does not affect one

or the rest of the countries of the research sample, which gives
the research a more scientific character. And methodology in
scientific research.

We will review these countries by focusing on agricultural
output, commaodity concentration, and geographical concentration of
the exports of the research sample countries .

1- Argentina: where agricultural production constitutes more than
(12.2%) of the national income, and its agricultural exports are
concentrated in both grains (wheat) and meat. The geographical
concentration of its exports (its most important trading partners)
are Austria and Bolivia .

2- Romania: its most important exports of agricultural commodities
are concentrated in wood and grains (corn, wheat, oilseeds) and
potatoes, while the geographical concentration of its agricultural
exports is with Austria and Brazil.

3- Bulgaria: the agricultural output constitutes about (18.3%) of the
gross national product, and its agricultural exports are
concentrated in grains, fruits, vegetables, and tobacco, while the
geographical concentration of its exports is with Cuba and
Czechoslovakia, who are considered its most important trading
partners .

4- Dominica: its agricultural output constitutes about (69%) of the
national income, and its agricultural exports are concentrated in
bananas, citrus fruits, and cocoa, while the geographical
concentration of agricultural exports is with the United States of
America and Britain, which are considered its most important
trading partners .
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5- Ghana: its agricultural output constitutes about (50.6%) of the gross
domestic product, and its agricultural exports are concentrated in
cocoa, wood and coffee, while the United States of America and
Germany are its most important trading partners.

6- Mauritius: its agricultural output constitutes more than (29%) of the
gross domestic product, and its agricultural exports are
concentrated in sugar and tea. As for the geographical
concentration of its agricultural exports, it is with Australia and
Bahrain .

7- The Philippines: Its agricultural exports are concentrated in sugar
and bananas. Its most important trading partners are Australia and
Brazil.

-8 Chile: its agricultural output constitutes about more than (27%) of
the gross national income, and its agricultural exports are
concentrated in grains, potatoes and sugar beets, and Brazil and
Argentina are among its most important trading partners.

Research methodology:

The research relies in its methodology on the link between the
descriptive analysis method, which is based on economic theory, and
the quantitative method based on econometric methods in estimation
and analysis, and then interpreting and clarifying the results to display
and present the experimental side of the research.

Research period:

The research period comes over () a year in order to study and
clarify the impact of the phenomenon of instability of agricultural
export revenues on economic growth and remove doubts about the
results of previous studies that adopted the pessimistic view of the
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effects of instability of agricultural export revenues on economic
growth.

The approved models in the analysis are formed as follows
after dividing them into two stages {which is the two-stage weighted
least squares method} and this method has its own characteristics in
achieving impartiality and consistency in the analysis of the research
models for the first and second stages, after passing the diagnostic
tests and fulfilling the diagnostic conditions .

The first stage (the first standard model): In this model, the
Impact of the variables affecting the fluctuations in agricultural export
revenues in the previously mentioned research sample countries is
estimated and analyzed according to the following standard model
equation of the following standard model ;

The second stage: In order for the standard analyzes to be
carried out at this stage, it first requires estimating the developments
and changes taking place in the fluctuations of agricultural export
returns for the sample countries for adoption as an independent
variable (Y_2) in the impact on the growth of agricultural output and
the growth of national income (economic growth) as follows :

1 - The first standard model ;

Y, = Growth in the agricultural output of the sample countries
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2 - The second standard model ;

Results and discussion ;

The first stage: Table No. (1) shows the results of the
guantitative analysis of the impact of the variables affecting the
fluctuations of agricultural export returns for the research sample
countries and for the period (1990 - 2018), as follows ;

1- The equations of the models have passed the standard tests .

2- The significance of the equations appeared through the (F) test at
the level of significance (0.05) .

3- The values of the multiple determination coefficient (R?) reflected
the qualitative and varying differences in the interpretation of the
percentage of changes in the dependent variable (Instability in the
returns of agricultural exports to the countries of the research
sample, which are due to changes in commodity concentration,
geographical concentration of agricultural exports and changes in
prices exchange, and the (R™(2)) values of the equations ranged
between (50.0%) and (96.8%), which also reflects the degree of
importance of the independent variables in explaining the
developments in the dependent variable .

4- As for the impact of the mentioned independent variables on the
developments in the dependent variable (Instability in agricultural
export earnings), they are as follows ;

First: the commodity concentration variable for agricultural

exports .

From Table (1), this variable appeared significantly through the
(T) test, positive and varying in the influence on fluctuations in export
earnings of agricultural commodities for the research sample countries
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(Gujarat, 2016, p. , Ghana, Argentina, Bulgaria } respectively, which
makes it more difficult to increase the intensity of fluctuations in the
volume of returns

realized from agricultural exports, and this is consistent with
the rhetoric of the economic theory, which states that commodity
concentration with its positive effect leads to an increase in the
Instability in the returns of exports of agricultural commodities as a
result of price fluctuations and their undesirable impact on the volume
of returns realized from exported agricultural commodities. The
agricultural commodity does not bring positive results that are added
to the volume of returns from exported agricultural commaodities as a
result of the unfavorable natural and productive conditions, which
leads to an increase in fluctuations in export prices, leading to similar
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fluctuations in export returns that lead to a reduction in the volume of
these realized returns. This variable also appeared significant. And
negative (inversely) in the impact and importance on the dependent
variable (fluctuations in export earnings of agricultural commaodities)
in the state of Chile. This is considered in contradiction to the
economic theory, and this means that the indicator has had a beneficial
effect in reducing the Instability in the export returns of agricultural
commodities (the dependent variable), and as a result of the good
production conditions and the good quantity that leads to an increase
in the volume of exports due to the lack of fluctuations in export
prices and Its reflection on the increase in returns from this
diversification of agricultural exports. Although this indicator
appeared positive, it is not significant, which means that it has lost its
Impact on the fluctuations in the returns of agricultural exports in the
State of Mauritius as a result of fluctuations in the natural and
productive conditions affecting the volume of production, prices and
exports of agricultural commodities.

Secondly, the variable of geographical concentration of
agricultural exports ;

From Table (1), it is clear that this variable has appeared
significant and positive in most of the countries of the research sample
through the (T) test, and this is consistent with the economic theory.
This variable has a different impact in importance in the countries of
the research sample, which are (Romania, Ghana, Dominica, the
Philippines, Argentina, Bulgaria, Mauritius) and this means that the
geographical concentration of agricultural exports to a number of
countries has had a direct impact on increasing the severity of
fluctuations in prices. And then this effect is transmitted undesirably
on the returns of agricultural exports by reducing those achieved
returns, not only as a result of price fluctuations, but also due to the
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fluctuations in the volume and type of demand in the countries
importing these agricultural commodities, which occupy the greatest
importance in trade Agricultural commodities (geographical
concentration), as this indicator appeared insignificant and inversely
in relation to the Instability in the returns of agricultural exports in
(Chile), and this means that the geographical concentration and unlike
the countries with which Chile deals. Chile has achieved a benefit not
only through the lack of fluctuations in prices on the one hand, but the
increase in the volume of demand for agricultural commodities with
its trading partners led to an increase in the positive impact in
increasing the volume of returns achieved from agricultural exports on
the other hand .

Third, the local currency exchange rate variable against the US
dollar;

Table (1) shows that the effect of the local currency exchange
rate against the US dollar was significant through the (T) test,
positive, and varied in the effect on the fluctuations in the returns of
agricultural exports to countries from the research sample who are
(Murcius, Dominica, Bulgaria) on This means that the increase in
exchange rates leads to increases in the severity of the fluctuations of
agricultural export returns, which leaves a negative impact on the
returns achieved. And the other natural influencing the volume of
exports, and consequently the currency exchange rate and competition
in global markets, and then this affects the returns generated from
exports. The significance of this variable did not appear in the
Romanian model, despite its positive sign. This variable also appeared
negative and significant through (T) test and varied in impact and
importance in (Argentina, Chile, Ghana) respectively, and this means
that increasing the stability of the local currency exchange rate
towards other currencies would lead to a decrease in the severity of
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the problem. Fluctuations in the returns of agricultural exports and
reduce their negative impact by increasing the volume of these returns
and contributing to providing the requirements of society and the
requirements of economic development, and supplying the needs of
imports from hard currency, and the significance of this variable did
not appear in the Philippine model despite the inverse relationship
with the dependent variable and this means that The variable has lost
its importance in influencing the fluctuations in agricultural export
returns .

The second stage ;

At this stage, the effect of Instability in agricultural export
returns for the research sample countries is measured on each of ;

1- The development of agricultural output growth for the research
sample countries and for the period (1990-2018 )

2- The growth of the national income of the countries of the research
sample and for the period (1990-2018) .

These analyzes are done after the Instability in agricultural
export returns were estimated from the equation of the first stage
model to be used as an independent variable in the second stage, and
after the diagnostic requirements (distinction) were made (Gujarat,
2016, p. 251). These analyzes reflect the impact of Instability in
agricultural export earnings on economic growth during the research
period .

First: The effect of fluctuations in agricultural export earnings
on the growth of agricultural output for the research sample countries ;
Table (2) shows the results of the quantitative analysis of the impact
of Instability in the returns of agricultural exports on the growth of
agricultural output for the research sample countries by following the
weighted least squares method. This method has special
characteristics in achieving consistency and impartiality as follows ;

1- The equation passed the statistical and standard tests

2- The values of the coefficient of determination (R?) show the
percentage of changes in the growth of agricultural output for the
countries of the research sample, which are due to changes in the
fluctuations in the returns of agricultural exports to these
countries, which showed qualitative differences that ranged
between (90.1% - 58.6%) and they reflect the variance In the
extent of changes occurring in the dependent variable (the growth
of agricultural output), which is due to changes in the independent
variable (the Instability of agricultural export returns ) .
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3- As for the effect of the Instability agricultural export earnings
variable on the growth of agricultural output, it appeared
significant through the (T) test and varied in effect as follows ;

This change appeared negative, that is, with an inverse and
different relationship in the influence on the dependent variable and
according to the elasticities in the countries (Bulgaria, Argentina,

Romania, Dominica) respectively. This means that the sharpening of

the fluctuations in agricultural export returns to these countries is due

to the instability of the prices of their agricultural exports. , Which
leads to changes in the volume of returns realized from these
agricultural commodities exported by these countries, which leads to
the inability of their agricultural exports to effectively meet the

requirements of agricultural production, which in turn is reflected in a

decrease in the development and growth of agricultural production for

these countries .

B - This variable appeared positive and varied in influencing the
dependent variable and according to the elasticities in the
countries (Maurcius, the Philippines, Ghana, Chile) respectively,
and this means that the decrease in fluctuations in the returns of
agricultural exports to these countries was a result of the stability
of the prices of their agricultural exports, which It led to an
increase in the returns generated from its agricultural exports,
which would work to provide the requirements of agricultural
production and effectively lead to the development and growth of
agricultural production in these countries .

Second: The effect of Instability in agricultural export earnings
on the national income of the research sample countries .

Table (3) shows the results of the quantitative analysis of the
impact of fluctuations in agricultural export earnings on the growth of
the national income of the research sample countries by following the
weighted least squares method, and because of its special
characteristics in achieving consistency and impartiality as follows:

1- The modified student passed the statistical and standard tests .

2- The values of the coefficient of determination (R2) show the
percentage of changes in the growth of the national income of the
countries of the research sample, which are due to changes in the
fluctuations of agricultural export returns to these countries, which
showed qualitative differences that ranged between (87.8% -
51.9% ).

3- As for the effect of the variable Instability in the agricultural export
returns of the research sample countries on the growth of national
income, it appeared insignificant through a test (T) and varied in
the effect as follows ;
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A- This variable appeared negative (an inverse relationship) and
varied in influencing the dependent variable and according to the
flexibilities in the countries (Bulgaria, Argentina, Romania,
Dominica) respectively, and this means that the increased
Instability in the returns of agricultural exports to these countries
is due to the instability of their export prices This leads to
undesirable changes in the volume of returns generated from its
agricultural exports, leading to the inability to contribute
effectively to the development and growth of national income
due to the difficulty of providing more hard currency. Providing
the requirements of economic development .

B - The Instability variable in agricultural export returns appeared
positive and varied in influencing the dependent variable (the
growth of national income), and according to the elasticities of
the parameters of the independent variable (the fluctuations of
agricultural export returns) for the countries (Maurcius, the
Philippines, Chile, Ghana) respectively, and this means that The
decrease in Instability in the returns of the agricultural exports of
these countries was a result of the stability of the prices of their
agricultural exports in the world markets, which led to an
improvement in the production conditions and an increase in
agricultural output in quantity and quality. And then increasing
the volume of agricultural exports and achieving some kind of
gains through competition in global markets, leading to an
increase in the volume of returns generated from agricultural
exports to these countries, and in sum, these factors lead to the
development and growth of national income, and because of its
importance in providing requirements of economic development.
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Conclusions

From this, the research concluded

1- that the increase in the commodity concentration and the
geographical concentration of agricultural exports and the increase
in the fluctuations of the local currency exchange rates towards
international currencies, especially the US dollar, lead to an
increase in the severity of fluctuations in the prices of agricultural
exports, which negatively affects the decrease in the volume of
returns achieved by agricultural exports to countries The research
sample .

2- The Instability in the volume of export earnings from agricultural
commodities have also negatively affected the growth of
agricultural output and the growth of national income in the
countries (Bulgaria, Argentina, Romania, Dominica) respectively,
and positively affected the growth of both agricultural output and
national income in the countries (Murcius, Philippines). , Chile
and Ghana } respectively .

3- The difficulty of distinguishing among previous researchers,
especially the supporters of the pessimistic view of the impact of
the instability of export earnings on economic growth and other
economic variables, and between the fluctuations described by the
state of uncertainty and the extent of its impact on economic
growth and other economic variables .

4- There is no fixed way to measure the instability of agricultural
export revenues. There is the standard method, as well as the
method based on the permanent income hypothesis, the aim of
which was to find the natural state through which the fluctuations
in the instability of agricultural export revenues are measured.
Rather, there are different methods to obtain the most accurate
index that represents the instability of agricultural export
revenues.
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5- There is a difference between researchers in identifying and
measuring the instability of agricultural export revenues and
estimating their trends, as well as a divergence of viewpoints in
determining the shape of its trend and justifying it economically
and statistically.

6- The levels of instability of agricultural export revenues in the
countries of the research sample are not the same, and therefore
their effects were also mixed .

In general, the natural conditions, climatic changes, the
conditions surrounding agricultural production operations, the style of
production art, the nature of agricultural policies followed, and price
policies in both local and international markets. All of these factors
combined had a negative effect at one time, and a positive effect at
other times, thus achieving the research hypothesis .

Recommendations:

The research came out with a set of recommendations that the
researcher believe are useful to reduce Instability in agricultural export
returns and increase the volume of returns by working on commaodity
diversification of agricultural exports and developing agricultural
production in terms of quantity and quality in general and export
commodities, especially manufactured food commodities in particular,
as well as increasing The number of trading partners by concluding
trade agreements, and increasing intra-regional trade between
developing countries, which will lead to reducing and stabilizing the
fluctuations in agricultural export prices and achieving significant
gains in global markets, thus reducing fluctuations in agricultural
export returns and increasing the volume of these returns for what It is
useful in developing agricultural output and national income, covering
the state's import needs, and contributing to covering the needs and
requirements of economic development .

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Abstract

The forms of charity based on the principles of Islam such as Zakat
"obligatory" and the Wagf (godly foundation) have proved through the
centuries their paramount importance in economic and human development.
Each of these two sources constitutes a complete economic system designed
to reduce the gap between the different social strata by encouraging
productive investments and the entrepreneurial spirit. Despite this
importance, Zakat and Waqf remain today in the margins of economic and
financial policies, which prevents them from to play their part in the fight
against poverty and unemployment. The purpose of this study is to propose
avenues for reflection to determine the management and investment
strategies to enhance the skills of charitable fund for economic
development. We will try to answer the following questions: What are the
economic missions of Zakat? and Waqf? Can Islamic charity be used as an
innovative lever for development finance? How to mobilize these flows to
make them productive? Drawing on the experience of a few countries in the
Arab world, exactly in Algeria, our paper shows that sound governance and
tax benefits are important factors in supporting charities. Furthermore,
investing in charitable funds based on the necessary expertise in finance
Islamic, ensures more sustainable returns than if they were paid directly to
charities. Finally, cooperation between the organizations of national
development and structures of Waqf and Zakat strengthen the capacities of
these two bodies in the fight against poverty and exclusion social.

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Introduction

L’investissement en matiére du Waqf est un phénomene distinctif
dans les sociétés islamiques depuis des siecles, et ses institutions ont été
témoins de la diversité de leurs contributions non seulement en termes
sociaux et économiques, mais aussi en diversifiant les méthodes de cette
intervention et en élaborant des formules et des outils novateurs qui ont
renforcé le role de développement grace aux fonds de la Zakat et d’autres.
Dans le méme contexte de développement, 1’activit¢ du Waqf a augmenté,
passant de la dimension individuelle a la dimension institutionnelle, mais
aussi au niveau local, national et international. Des institutions du Waqf ont
été crées dans un certain nombre de pays. Des organisations internationales
telles que la Banque islamique de développement, Dans l'intérét public,
contribuant au développement des communautés les plus defavorisées, qui
sont souvent des communautés rurales.

Il convient toutefois de noter que cette évolution a encore une portée
limitée : de nombreux pays islamiques ne disposent toujours pas de fonds
Waqf, dont certains n’ont pas recu I’attention voulue, du fait de
I’augmentation de la pauvreté et de la propagation du chémage, en
particulier dans les zones rurales. Les dotations centrales ont souvent été a
I'origine du faible niveau d'efficacité de ces fonds, ainsi que du manque
d'intérét pour le domaine de l'investissement, en particulier des projets de
production de Wagf productifs. La réhabilitation de ces fonds, et des
systemes Wagf en général, est devenue une nécessité économique et sociale,
ainsi qu'une nécessité légitime.

L’approche la plus importante pour renforcer le role de
développement des fonds de Wagf et pour activer les investissements de
dotation est consiste a soutenir la base de Waqgf, ou plutét les ressources de
Wagf, qui sont assorties de plusieurs mécanismes et procédures. Quels sont
les déterminants les plus importants des ressources en dotation ? Quelle est
I’importance de lever du capital d’un projet légitime ? Quelles sont les
formes de ces instruments ? Dans quelle mesure peut-il contribuer a la
promotion du role d'investissement des fonds de Waqf?

Ce travail s’inscrit dans I’objectif de souligner I’importance des
fonds de dotation dans le développement local et général, ainsi que le
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mécanisme permettant de remettre en question le développement et
I’efficacité des fonds souverains en particulier, en privilégiant les fonds de
dotation locaux, en particulier ceux des zones rurales. Et la fécondité pour
ces fonds, mais aussi pour ce qu'ils peuvent jouer come réle positif dans les
zones les plus exposées a diverses formes de pauvreté et de privation.

1- Le Wagqf productif et son importance au développement

Un Wagf peut étre défini comme un « Habs » d'un actif pour le bien de
son utilisation par des tiers ou public. Il est utilisé dans la combinaison des
AW(qaf et Ahbas dans un seul sens. Les Awgaf font partie aussi de ce qu'on
appelle I'économie du troisieme secteur, le secteur caritatif, en plus du
secteur public et du secteur privé. Bien que le Waqgf soit un phénomeéne
ancien qui existait avant I’islam, on le retrouve également dans les sociétés
non musulmanes, mais I’enseignement islamique a mis en importance et
s’est développé dans ses domaines et en a fait une valeur islamique
authentique. Il a créé des organes spécialisés pour le soutenir, 1’organiser et
développer son réle social et économique.

En regle générale, on distingue deux types de Waqf « dotations » :
générale, non spécifiée et, et ’autre a une fin bien spéciale : le premier type
indique le statut de I'actif suspendu a utiliser sans spécifier le bénéficiaire.
Autrement dit, le deuxieme type indique une détermination spécifique du
bénéficiaire avec la possibilité de transformer le Waqf spécial a un Waqgf
général, conformément aux conditions du responsable du Waqgf ou a
I’expiration de cote de Waqf comme actif basé initialement.

A cet égard, cette division bénéficiera de cette recherche lorsqu’il s’agit
I’é¢tude des projets Waqf, ou des fonds, en nature ou en especes, sont
suspendus pour des projets spécifiques et / ou des catégories spécifiques.
Notant également a cet égard que le législateur algérien s’est inspiré de cette
division dans 1’organisation des fonds de Waqf « dotation » comporte deux
sections :

- Un Wagf dans lequel une banque donnée est déterminée pour ses propres
besoins : il s’agit d’un Waqf général bien déterminé, et il n’est pas
valable de le dépenser pour d’autres aspects du bien a moins d’étre
épuisé.
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- Waqgf ne comporte pas du bien recherché par le responsable du Waqf
s'appelle le Wagf général et non déterminé ou précise, et son rente est
dépensé drainer vers la diffusion de la science et 1’éducation ainsi,
encourager les recherches bénéfiques.

En effet, le Wagf a connu selon le contexte économique un
développement important bien diversifie. Du coter des Awgafs directs, dont
procurant des services et biens telles que la mosquée et 1’école, des fonds
sont destinés pour des investissements industriels, agricoles, commerciaux
ou de services, qui ne sont pas autosuffisants', Mais est destiné a produire
des biens et services a des fins de Waqf. C’est ce qui nous a amené a
étudier et analyser le probléme des fonds d’investissement, également
appelé « fonds productif », c’est-a-dire qu’il s’agit d’un produit de biens ou
de services pouvant étre vendu, donc est un moyen qui produit de valeur ou
de revenu, constitue méme un Waqf d’investissement remis en croissance.
En référence, un Waqgf direct est constitué comme un outil productif
d’avantages, mais ces avantages moraux non commerciaux, et donc une
cessation d’activité non génératrice de revenu. Ce Waqf « La dotation » peut
donc étre définie comme celle qui est destinée a produire des biens ou des
services qui vont a étre vendus et utilisés a des fins caritatives ou de
développement. Ce type de dotation présente les caractéristiques suivantes :
- C'est un Wagf cherchant la voie du bien;

- Ce type de Wagf « dotation » constitue une condition de développement et
croissance ;

- concerne des actifs économiques qui produisent des biens ou des services
qui ont un marché ;

- Les revenus des biens et services vendus sont utilisés a des fins charitables
telles que définies par ’autorité de surveillance (fonds de dotation ou
fonds de dotation).

- Ce type de Waqgf permet une participation dans toutes les catégories et tous
les organismes.

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2. Les fonds Waqfs et leur importance dans le développement

local : la situation des zones rurales.
Le Fonds Waqgf est un outil central du systtme Waqgf, un outil

permettant de collecter des fonds du public afin de les utiliser dans ’intérét
public, tels que la construction de certaines installations, la construction de
routes ou le financement des études ou autrement. Il s’agit donc d’une
contrainte monétaire et d’un budget doté de ressources et d’utilisations.

Le fonds de Waqf tire sa Iégitimité de la décision d'interdire lI'argent
qui n'a pas fait l'objet d'un consensus parmi les premiers juristes, car le
Wagf figure parmi les articles non consommables ayant le statut de survie
Aux yeux des oppresseurs, lI'argent est consommeé par son utilisation, donc
elle n’est pas soutenue et ne convient pas au Waqf. En général, il existe trois
points de vue sur la décision mettre 1'argent comme Wagqf : n’est pas permis
au autorisé, au permis avec haine. Ceux qui disent qu'il est permis de
partager la question de soutien pour tous les biens meubles. Les Malikite ont
autorisé la suspension d'objets mobiliers tels que des animaux et des
spectacles, c'est-a-dire les Malikite, déclarant qu'il est permis d'arréter les
dirhams et les dinars pour préter a ceux qui en ont besoin. Ainsi, I'argent
peut étre suspendu pour un investissement dans le premier?.

Toutefois, la nature monétaire du Fonds n’exclut pas la possession
d’actifs de placement en nature, tels que terrains, batiments, équipements et
équipements, en particulier en 1’absence d’une "Institution de Wagqf". Dans
un tel cas, le Fonds assumera une partie des rbles de la Fondation Wagf,
notamment la réception et I’acquisition d’équipements et d’équipements des
standers, et les inclura dans son bilan en tant qu’actifs immobilisés.

Le role principal des fonds Wagqf est de préserver et de développer
les fonds mobilisés, quels que soient leur nature et leur développement, par
le biais d'une gestion et d'une exploitation judicieuse, en tenant compte des
conditions du Waqf et des impératifs de l'intérét public. Le Fonds soutient la
performance du réle du Fonds dans la réalisation de ce role : la nature

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développementale du Waqf, car le Waqgf est utilisé a des fins de
développement principalement, qu’il s’agisse du développement
économique, social ou éducatif ou de la nature développementale du Wagf,
c’est-a-dire la capacité de croitre grce aux revenus qui permettent de
croitre. Comme le séjour n’est pas destiné a la vente ni a la consommation,
il doit étre exploité au service de la société ou du détenu. Dans le cas de
I'adoption du systéeme de fonds dans I'état peut imaginer la structure du
systéme’.

La figure ci-dessus montre la répartition des fonds de dotation
locaux dans les régions, y compris les zones rurales, dont les principaux
avantages sont la proximité des personnes, la communication facile, les
contacts communautaires aident a comprendre les besoins de la population
et les projets prioritaires ; Soutient sa présence et augmente la taille des
Wagfs en quantité et en qualité.

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Etant donné que le fonds de Wagqf local a un caractére institutionnel,
il possede une structure organisationnelle. Les éléments les plus importants
sont décrits dans la structure de modele simple ci-dessous, en notant que
nous avons détaillé les agences n’ayant que deux intéréts : investissement,
prévoyance et intérét technique.

En ce qui concerne les ressources du Fonds, outre le retour sur
investissement du Fonds, qui sont réinvestis, il existe plusieurs sources de
reconstitution continue du Fonds, dont les plus importantes sont les Waqgfs
individuelles ou collectives, les Wagqfs d’institutions financiéres ou
productives; Développement islamique); délivrance de certificats de
cessation aux particuliers, aux institutions et aux organismes (publics ou
privés). Les dotations en espéces peuvent étre déposées auprés du Fonds,
directement au niveau de la trésorerie du Fonds, par dépdt ou par virement
sur le compte du Fonds. Ce transfert en espéces peut prendre la forme de
déductions périodiques sur le compte de le propriétaire du Waqfs qui le
souhaite et signer un contrat de troncature « Igtitaa» avec le fonds.

La création de fonds de Wqfs locaux et ruraux en particulier revét
une grande importance pour nous et doit étre poursuivie dans cette direction,
c'est-a-dire en direction des fonds de Waqfs locaux, plutét que de leur image
centrale actuelle. Cette importance découle de I'importance du réle attendu
de ces fonds dans le développement des communautés rurales, qui
continuent de souffrir de la pauvreté et du chémage au plus haut niveau dans
les sociétés musulmanes en général. Ces fonds, ainsi que d’autres
mécanismes, peuvent contribuer a la réduction de la pauvreté en aidant les
pauvres et les jeunes ’acces au travail indépendant par le biais de leurs
différentes opérations : aide non acquise, préts bonifies et mettre quelques
équipements en location a leur possession, les financer pour 1’achat
d’équipement de production, ainsi que d’autres formules d’aides et
financement™.

En se concentrant sur le Fonds de Wagqf rural, on peut citer parmi ses
principaux objectifs :

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- Contribuer a la lutte contre les différentes formes de pauvreté et privation
dans les zones rurales et.

- Contribuer a la réduction de la montée du chémage dans les zones rurales.

- Contribuer a la réhabilitation des populations rurales, a leur éducation et a
leur formation, en particulier chez les jeunes.

- Contribuer a la promotion des femmes rurales et a leur intégration sociale
et économique.

3. Le role des fonds de Waqfs locaux dans le soutien de

projets de dotation productifs

Le réle des fonds de dotation locaux ne se limite pas a l'investissement
car les Fonds interviennent dans de nombreux domaines caritatifs, mais
nous nous concentrerons ici sur le financement de projets d'investissement
dans les zones rurales. Compte tenu de la nature prédominante de ces projets
en raison de leur petite taille et de leur potentiel de dotation en zones
rurales, on s’attend souvent a ce que ces fonds soient de petite taille et
méme submergés par la micro- finance. Il existe une relation organique
entre le systeme de micro-finance islamique et le systeme Waqgf en général,
le fonds de dotation local en particulier, qui consiste a aider les pauvres et
d’étre aux services de leurs besoins, ce qui constitue un objectif commun :
les pauvres sont les plus démunis ayant le besoin le plus de ces fonds. Les
institutions du systeme “traditionnel* de micro-finance associent
généralement leurs produits a une série de conditions dont les plus
importantes sont le colt du prét, les garanties de prét, les restrictions
d’utilisation des préts et les limites minimales de prét, de telles conditions
qui empéchent de nombreux entrepreneurs ou des d’investissement
d’atteindre ces institutions. Une grande réticence a traiter les préts avec
intérét, peu importe la difficulté. D'ou I'importance des fonds Wagf, compte
tenu en particulier de l'absence ou de la faiblesse de la micro-finance
islamique dans certains pays, qui offrent un financement alternatif dans des
formats conformes a la charia, dont les plus importants sont le leasing, la
spéculation, la participation, Essalem et Istisnaa. Et, d’autre part, répondez a
la nature diverse du portefeuille d’investissement Wagqf.

Ainsi, la compatibilité des régimes de micro-finance et de dotation peut
étre résumée sous trois aspects principaux :
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- Accepter les objectifs : I'objectif du systeme de suspension est social et
non commercial, ce qui correspond a l'objectif des groupes cibles, qui
souhaitent sortir de la pauvreté et améliorer leur niveau de vie.

- Consensus dans la taille : de petites quantités de financement acceptent les
petits projets financés.

- Approches de la méthode : les méthodes de financement par dotation
excluent complétement tout avantage.

Sur la base de ce consensus, les fonds de dotation locaux peuvent
constituer un moteur important pour les investissements ruraux en
contribuant a la promotion de projets de dotations productives dans les
régions ou ils se trouvent. Afin de jouer efficacement son réle de leader, il
doit renforcer ses dotations, en nature et en espéces, en développant des
outils innovants, dont le plus important est peut-&tre de questionner les
projets a mettre en place ou a financer, en plus des ressources traditionnelles
citées dans le présent document.

Toutefois, le rdle du fonds ne se limite pas a la collecte de fonds de
dotation et au financement de projets, il doit également mener a bien une
tache de sensibilisation afin d’influencer le comportement caritatif des
individus en général, et le comportement du fonds de dotation en particulier,
et ainsi maximiser le volume des fonds de dotation, qui est une fonction
cible du Fonds. De nombreux facteurs objectifs qui influent sur le volume
des fonds de dotation ne peuvent pas étre contrdlés, comme le niveau de
revenu. En général, il est possible de mentionner parmi les principaux
facteurs qui influent sur la taille des fonds: niveau d’entrée, inclination au
wagf, structure des bénéficiaires, la nature des projets Wagf qui sont
proposés pour financement, I’efficacité du fonds dans le domaine de la
sensibilisation au Waqf,

Le revenu est un déterminant le plus important du volume des
dotations. Si nous considérons [I'équation traditionnelle du revenu v,

4 - interroger le produit du projet Waqf :

Les Sukuks sont congus comme une procédure d'émission d'instruments et

comprend les étapes suivantes :

- La création d’actifs : dans le financement conventionnel, il s’agit de préts

ou d’autres créances ; dans la finance islamique, les actifs sont sujets a

défaut conformément aux dispositions du droit islamique ;

- Transfert de propriété dactifs & une entit¢é ad hoc agissant en tant
qu'exportateur, en les plagant sous forme de titres (sukuk) ;

Emission de titres (sukuk) aux investisseurs

Le concept d'instruments de Waqf differe des instruments
d'investissement bien connus en termes d'objet et de contenu, bien que leur
forme soit cohérente. Si le propriétaire des instruments d'investissement
cherche a obtenir un retour sur ses bénéfices, sur la base de la regle des
regles du jeu du gouffre, il recherche un rendement résiduel pour acheter
I'instrument avec la structure caritative actuelle, s'il s'agit d'un instrument
d'investissement d'un type special. Sur le plan de la forme, les deux
représentent une part du capital d’un projet d’investissement divisé en parts
égales émises sous forme de Sukuk.

Un instrument Wagf peut étre défini comme un certificat accordé
par le Fonds au montant suspendu, généralement appelé certificat Waqf, qui
est le plus explicite et le plus clair. Le processus de titrisation a pour but de
scinder le capital du projet de dotation en actions et de les émettre sous
forme d'instruments (ou de certificats de Waqf) de souscription.
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Dans ce contexte, nous nous référons a 1’idée des actions de dotation
proposée par certains spécialistes de I’époque, qu’elle a présentée comme un
moyen de financer les fonds existants et que le Dr Mohamed Abdel Halim Omar®
a proposé de créer de nouvelles dotations, comme 1’avait proposé le Docteur
Abdullah Al-Ammar. Le ministére des Awqaf et, par conséquent, une assemblée
générale et un conseil d'administration élu sont formés pour administrer le
projet par procuration. Indépendamment de l'aspect pratique de cette
proposition, I'émission d'instruments de Waqf par le fonds de dotation n'est
pas différente en substance, mais la gestion du projet est gérée par le fonds
agissant sur la base de la confiance et sur le cadre juridique qu'il régit de
l'autre.

L’une des méthodes auxquelles le Fonds Waqf peut avoir recours est
le financement de projets Wagqf, en particulier d’investissements, ou plutot
de projets de dotation productifs. L'importance de cette méthode, qui
incarne la logique de rechercher les personnes qui attendent plutdt que de les
attendre, doit encore étre activée, car la plupart des agences et fondations de
Wagf s'appuient principalement sur ce qui provient de dotations sans les
rechercher.

En fait, le processus de remise en question du projet Waqf est
particulierement important pour toutes les parties: le projet et ses
bénéficiaires, le statut, le fonds de dotation et la communauté locale :

- Pour le projet et ses bénéficiaires : que le projet soit lancé par le Fonds ou
financé par lui, le processus de Sukuk permet de créer des fonds des le
départ, dautant plus que le capital reste le principal probleme des
entrepreneurs et que le lancement du projet implique la libéralisation des
initiatives et I'emploi des travailleurs, Réduire le chémage généralisé dans
les zones rurales, ou le groupe de jeunes est le plus important.

- Pour les sous-traitants, le processus de sécurisation des projets permet
I’extension de la communauté et des moyens du travail caritatif, compte
tenu en particulier de la faible valeur nominale du Sukuk ou des certificats
délivrés par ’office de la propriété intellectuelle, ce qui renforce I’esprit de
solidarité des membres de la sociéte.

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Le Fonds Wagqf contribue a renforcer le role de développement du
Fonds et a soutenir son efficacite, en revitalisant son activité et en renforcant
sa réputation et sa confiance, renforcant ainsi le processus de contribution
des particuliers, des institutions et des organismes et assurant ainsi son
efficacité continue.

- Pour la communauté locale: Ces projets contribuent a créer une dynamique
dans les régions, contribuant par l'interdépendance, le mouvement des
activités et de nombreux personnages, et contribuant a la diffusion de la
culture de I'entrepreneuriat dans la région, créant des emplois et
augmentant I'injustice de nombreuses familles, En plus de faire bénéficier
la population locale des résultats du projet a des codts compeétitifs,
comme la présence du projet dans la région afin de réduire le colt des
échanges.

Bien qu’il soit souhaitable de financer entiérement le projet au
moyen de subventions de dotation accordées contre des certificats Waqf,
nous estimons que, en particulier en cas de souscription insuffisante, en
raison de la taille du projet ou en raison de contraintes de temps ou d’autres
raisons, , Ce qui signifie qu’un pourcentage du capital-actions du projet est
émis sous forme de «bons certificats de prét».

En plus de son rdle dans la mobilisation des fonds de dotation, le
Fonds Waqgf peut jouer le r6le de médiateur entre la catégorie des préteurs
ayant de bons emprunts, qui recherchent la récompense d'Allah comme dans
le verset : "Qui préte un emprunt bonifier a Allah ?" (Al-Bagarah, 245) Un
bon emprunt, ce sont les entrepreneurs des pauvres, en revanche. Sachant
que le prét n’est pas un bon prét, mais une porte de bien. Dans ce contexte,
nous évoquons l’idée d’une « Banque Waqf », proposée par certains
chercheurs, une banque a but non lucratif mais caritative dont le capital et
les dépdts sont de bons emprunts.

Le processus de titrisation peut étre représenté, que le capital du
projet soit entierement financé par les fonds de dotation (Wagf), ou
intégralement financé par de bons emprunts, ou que le financement soit une
combinaison de ceux-ci, au moyen du régime suivant:*

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THE STRATEGIES OF PERSUASION IN THE
POLITICAL SPEECHES OF SIX JORDANIAN
PARTIES PARTICIPATING IN THE
PARLIAMENTARY ELECTIONS IN 2020
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Abstract

The researcher aims to examine the persuasive strategies of
Aristotelian Rhetoric (400. B.C.E); pathos (emotions), logos (reason), and
ethos (credibility and trustworthiness) applied in the speeches of six
Jordanian parties participating in the parliamentary elections in 2020. The
data was chosen on the basis of availability on the Internet, Facebook,
YouTube, the Independent Election Commission, The Jordanian Parliament,
and the House of Representatives and News Channels before and after the
elections, and was collected in a qualitative manner. The researcher
compares and contrasts the Aristotelian persuasive strategies in the speeches
of the candidates of winning parties, losing parties, and between winning
and losing parties together. The findings reveal that all the persuasive
strategies of Aristotle’s rhetoric are present. In the speeches of their
candidates, both the winning and losing parties use logos, pathos, and ethos.
They differ, however, in the number and percentage of occurrences those
appeals are made. The most dominant appeal is logos, followed by pathos
and ethos, with ethos being the least dominant. Finally, it was concluded
that persuasive methods are an influential weapon in the hands of
candidates, with the potential to influence election results.

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1. Introduction

Language is a very important tool politicians use during the
electioneering campaigns to sell their views and feelings to the
electorate with the sole aim of re-shaping and redirecting views of the
electorate. Their campaign speeches are predicated upon the programs
of the successive administration, presented in a rather negative
manner, and then present themselves in a positive manner (Wirth-
Koliba, 2016). As it was earlier established by Van Dijk (2006: 732)
“it 1s eminently here that different and opposed groups, power,
struggle and interests are at stake. In order to be able to compete,
political groups need to be ideologically conscious and organized”.

Gee (2005) argued that the function of language is not radically
monolithic in terms of being meant for communication only. Rather,
he placed language relevance in terms of its social and cultural
usefulness. He summed up the functions of language in two ways: ‘to
support the performance of social activities and social identities and to
support human affiliation within cultures, social groups and
institution’. This view by Gee corroborates Duranti (1994) and
Morgan (2010) who also viewed language as social performance and
social action. A larger number of studies within humanities and social
sciences have looked into the place of language in politics or political
power (see Fairclough, 1989; Fowler, Hodge, Kress & Trew, 1979;
Olorunsogo & Akinade, 2020).

Sentiments and ideological ideas of individuals or groups are
expressed since language has the ability to affect people and form
public opinion expressed linguistically to project one's own or a
group's ideology and to codify authority. It is possible to think of
language use during political campaigns as a social process and a

process that has been socially conditioned. Politics is therefore by
definition a linguistic and social phenomenon that exploits language
and social practice. ‘‘What is the relationship between language and
politics?’’ Chilton and Schaffner (1997), for example, insist that ‘It is
surely the case that politics cannot be conducted without language,
and it is probably the case that the use of language in the constitution
of social groups leads to what we call ‘politics’ in a broad sense’’
(206). Noting that the study of language extends beyond the domains
of literature and linguistics, Pelinka (2007) contends that ‘language
must be seen (and analyzed) as a political phenomenon’’ and that
politics must be conceived and studied as a discursive phenomenon
(129).

Van Dijk (1997) explains that Political Discourse Analysis can
refer either to the analysis of political discourse, defined as the text
and talk of politicians within overtly political contexts, or to a
political, i.e., critical, approach to discourse analysis (15, 11). Van
Dijk (1997) insists that, ‘‘should be able to answer genuine and
relevant political questions and deal with issues that are discussed in
political science’” (11-12). Chilton (2004) grounds his approach in a
fundamental question: ‘“What does the use of language in contexts we
call ‘political’ tell us about humans in general? Pelinka (2007) argues
that although the primary contributions to research on language and
politics have typically come from linguists and sociolinguists, political
scientists have also made important contributions (130). Political
science research has articulated the ways in which language is
conceived within political science (e.g., Dallmayr 1984); examined
the role language and language policy have played in developing the
modern nation state and national identity (e.g., Bugarski 2004);
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identified the verbal interactional features of international negotiation
(e.g., Bell 1988); and analyzed the ‘‘mobilizing force’’ language
serves with respect to the ‘‘social cleavages’ (Pelinka 2007: 135,
134).

The classical Greek and Roman treatises on rhetoric can be
used to date this understanding of the basic connection between
language and politics. Aristotle believed that the skill of rhetoric was
essential to citizenship during the establishment of city-states in
ancient Greece because of the crucial role political oratory played in
the operations of the state. (Aristotle 1954). Cicero, likewise,
understood rhetoric to be a powerful political weapon for shaping
political belief and action. Indeed, it was the art of rhetoric that
enabled people to live and engage in civilized communal life (Bizzell
and Herzberg 1990).

The main idea of Aristotle was that rhetoric was viewed “as a
science whose subject is to discover scientific principles of persuasion
and that the aim of the rhetoric was to convince an audience to make
the best decision about the matter” and that the persuasion “has to be
composed of three parts: ethos — the nature of the communicator,
pathos — emotional state of the audience, and logos — message
arguments” (Perloff, 2003, p. 22).

Norris (2000), echoed by many, has suggested that political
parties today are in a situation of permanent campaigning. On the one
hand, the parties have become professional by introducing a
systematic use of political opinion polls and focus groups in their
planning of the political message and its wrapping. That is, as the
media are becoming more fragmented and competitive and voters
increasingly are becoming less tied to one particular party with
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increased number of party switchers as a consequence, parties have
become more professional. On the other hand, parties have become
professional by employing an increased number of professionals (e.g.
pollster, spin-doctors and campaigners) in order to manage the media
and strategic focus of the political message to maximize the number of
votes.

If we want to measure any effect of election campaign, we first
of all need to specify and define in time and context what a campaign
is. As a minimum the Election Day must be known, the names of the
main parties and candidates must be made public and the parties and
candidates must be able to fully invest their time in the campaign
(Brady et al. 2006)

The typical political campaign study, irrespective of whether it
Is cast in mainly descriptive or theoretical terms, sees the individual
candidate as the main vehicle behind any election campaign (cf.
Blydenburgh 1971; Wemaere 1973; Ferejohn & Noll 1978)

1.1 Statement of the problem

Elections and political parties are crucial components of
political study in emerging nations, particularly when analyzing
democratization and the establishment of democratic political systems.
Among political scientists, the existence of free and fair elections on a
regular basis is considered the minimal condition for a democracy
(democratic regime) (Dahl 1971; Diamond 1999). A political party is
defined as a political group that is officially recognized as being part
of the electoral process and who can support (put forth) candidates for
elections (free or not) on a regular basis (Sartori 1976). In this way,
political parties (party system) and elections are used as a measure of
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the consolidation of a society's democracy. At its core, voting is about
democracy. There are many social issues affected by elections,
including (but not limited to) marriage, reproductive rights, capital
punishment, freedom of speech, and religion. Social issues affect
everyone in one way or another. To have a say in who gets to pass
laws on social agendas and what laws are put in place, voting is
essential. and persuading voters is the essence of any political
campaign.

The idea of using particular rhetoric as an influential political
tool is not a novel concept, yet very few scholarly works explore the
notion in depth. Peter Burnell and Andrew Reeve set a baseline for
political persuasion in 1984 with their work “Persuasion as a Political
Concept”. They assert that persuasion can be separated from other,
less savory forms of influence (manipulation, coercion, indoctrination,
etc.) by a condition of “good faith”, and that persuasion can be an
extraordinarily useful tool in the political realm when applied
properly.

Therefore, the key research problem in this study was mainly to
identify the persuasion strategies of six Jordanian parties participating
in the parliamentary elections in 2020, affecting the elections results.
The three parties which won the elections are (The Jordanian United
Front, National Reform, and Islamic Action Front) and the losing
parties are (Jordanian Communist Party, People's Democratic Party,
and Parliamentary Reform Bloc)

1.2. Objectives of the study

The current study aims to classify quantitatively and
qualitatively the speeches of six Jordanian parties participating in the
parliamentary elections on Nov 10, 2020. Three parties won and three
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lost by applying Aristotle’s theory (400. B.C. E). The study’s main
objective is to show how persuasive strategies work as well as affect
people’s views. The objectives of the study can be stated as follows:
1. To discuss the strategies of persuasion in the speeches six
Jordanian parties participating in the parliamentary elections
2020.
2. To compare and contrast the applied strategies in their political

speeches
1.3. Significance of the study

The significance of this study is based on the fact that it
examines the strategies of persuasion in political speeches during the
period of preparation for participating in the parliamentary elections.
Van Dijk (2006: 732) stated that it is eminently here that different and
opposed groups, power, struggle and interests are at stake. This study
could be beneficial for those who are interested in political discourse
as well as persuasive tactics.
1.4 Scope and limitation of the study

The data for the present study was collected from YouTube and
news agencies during the preparation for the parliamentary elections
and the results of the elections are based on the lists issued by the
Independent Election Commission. It consists of six different
speeches from six Jordanian parties participating in the parliamentary
elections in 2020. Accordingly, the scope of this study is to focus on
the persuasive strategies applied in the aforementioned speeches. The
limitation of this study could be ascribed to non-face interactions with
the candidates.
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2.Literature review

This section is divided into two significant subsections. The first
subsection, Theoretical Framework, describes the foundation upon
which this paper is built and

how it is totally conducted using authentic agendas. Previous Studies,
the second subdivision, lists various previous studies that were looked
at in the area.

2.1. Theoretical Framework

This present investigation adheres to apply rhetoric by
Avistotle. Pathos (emotion), logos (reason), and ethos (credibility) are
three rhetorical devices that Aristotle considered to be effective in
persuading. As Aristotle did not outline the methods of analysis for
persuasion.

Researchers who used Aristotle's tactics of persuasion have
created their own analytical framework based on the phenomena being
studied (Higgins & Walker, 2012). According to Demirdden (2010),
pathos is an emotional appeal that entails “getting the listener into a
particular frame of mind." Pathos uses security, love, guilt, greed, pity,
and humor to persuade, as well as wrath, insult, empathy, fear, and
bewilderment (Gabrielsen & Christiansen, 2010). (Mshvenieradze,
2013).

In an emotional appeal, the speaker shows identification with
the “needs, values and desires of the audience” (Higgins & Walker,
2012, p. 198). Thus, a good orator should know which emotion to tap
into, taking into consideration the social status, age and other features
of the audience (Mshvenieradze, 2013).

Demirdden (2010) argued that persuasion is accomplished via
"the proof, or seeming proof, offered by the words of the speech
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itself." Logos is a reasoned appeal. The “clarity and purity of the
argument™ are crucial because logos appeal to reason (Higgins &
Walker, 2012, p. 198). For a better-informed audience that might not
agree with the message, Demirdéen (2010), quoted in Hovland,
Lumsdaine, and Sheffield (1949) and Larson (1992), shows that two-
sided communications are more compelling.

In a rhetorical analysis, the use of arguments, logic,
warrants/justification, claims, facts, and evidence/examples may be
used to spot the appeal to logos. These are the main ideas of speech
that is logical, rational, critical, and analytical.

Ethos, commonly referred to as ethical appeal, is an appeal to
the speaker's personal integrity (Demird0en, 2010). According to
Higgins & Walker (2012), p. 197, ethos is the "persona, or perceived
character, of a speaker/communicator, including their credibility and
trustworthiness." It's crucial to distinguish between preliminary ethos
(person-specific) and discourse ethos (situation-specific) for
academics looking to explore the ethos appeal. In a rhetorical analysis,
appeal to preliminary ethos may be indicated by references to the
intelligence, character, and goodwill of the person (Connors, 1979).
Other examples of persuasive techniques to establish the credibility of
the speaker are ingratiation, expertise, self-criticism, inclination to
succeed, and consistency (Higgins & Walker, 2012, p. 198). Higgins
and Walker (2012) go on to explain that speakers can establish their
authority by appealing to their similarities with their audience or by
showing deference or respect for the rights and feelings of the
audience. The latter is indicated by phrases such as “with your
permission”, “in my opinion”, and “join me, if you would” (Higgins &
Walker, 2012, p. 198). Al-Momani (2014) showed that when the goal
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Is to complain, the appeal to ethos can assume a negative shape, such
as reverse accusation, denial, and negation. He made this discovery
through an examination of complaint letters sent by Jordanian
university students.

2.2 Previous studies on strategies of persuasion

This section concerned with the previous studies regarding to
Avristotelian scientific rhetoric whose subject is to discover scientific
principles of persuasion.

These studies are arranged relying on their beneficial value to
the present study which means that they are arranged thematically. In
addition, it is important to know that this section compiles sixteen
reviews of research papers done by distinct scholars, each of which is
scrutinized for the purpose of this study.

Avristotle's theories of persuasion have been used to analyze the
persuasive language used in presidential speeches. For example,
Mshvenieradze (2013), examined the language cues of the three
categories of rhetorical appeal in the speeches of Jacques Chirac and
Nikolas Sarkozy, the candidates for the French presidency in the
elections of 2002 and 2007, respectively. Both of them won the
election, Jacques Chirac in 2002 and Nikolas Sarkozy in 2007,
suggesting the persuasiveness of their political discourse. Whereas
Seibt et al., (2019) showed with the example of kama muta, that the
elicitation of emotions from a political ad depends on the viewer’s
degree of prior preference for and identification with the candidate or
party presented in the spot. The authors showed participants real
political ads from the United States election in 2016, from Clinton and
Trump, and asked them about their preference for one or the other
candidate and party beforehand. Their studies showed that Clinton
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voters were much more moved to tears by Clinton ads than by Trump
ads and vice versa. The authors subsequently showed that the
elicitation of the emotion kama muta predicted how motivated a
viewer was to support the shown candidate with her or his vote.

There are examples of studies that focus more broadly on the
topic of presidential speech in changing the way Americans perceive
nations, Yang (2011) analyzed President Nixon’s speeches during the
opening to China in 1972, Yang highlighted the fact that Nixon had to
choose his words with great care to appease both a wary American
public and a proud Chinese society. Flanagan (2004) studied the
change in President Wilson’s rhetoric regarding Germany in the years
leading up to the First World War, noting that the formerly isolationist
president, who originally “did not discriminate between the
belligerents”, was forced to “implicitly redefine the German
government as an enemy of both the United States and mankind”,
Initiating a style of rhetorical framing which would carry on through
future presidents.

In a different research, Mori (2016) examined three speeches
made at the UN General Assembly in 2015 and discovered that the
three rhetorical appeals were used for various objectives. According to
Mori (2016), Rouhani emphasized his moral character and piety in his
speeches, and he utilized logos to demonstrate Iran's righteousness in
the face of injustice from the United States and Israel. Netanyahu’s
address, on the other hand, was full of facts outlining the potential
threat posed by Iran (logos) and ends with warnings on the danger
from Iran and a description of the miserable history of Jews (pathos).
Abbas mostly applied pathos to describe the unfortunate situations of
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Palestinians, and logos and ethos to stress the need to obey
international law and agreement.

Researchers have also examined the efficiency of
argumentation in complaint letters and argumentative essays using
Avristotle's rhetorical arguments. Al-Momani (2014) examined 100
complaint letters from two Jordanian institutions and discovered that
the most common persuasive technique was the appeal to pathos.
Students at private universities used ethos the second most often,
while those at public universities used logos. To accomplish their
objectives for all three types of persuasive methods, the students
turned to socio-cultural values in their complaint letters. As an
example, they used health issues, parent illness, and religious
borrowings as justifications for skipping lessons. Al-Momani (2014)
found no difference between the usage of persuasive tactics by men
and women 18 people who were native Turkish speakers and lived in
the United States participated in Uysal's (2012) study by writing
essays in both Turkish and English. For 89% of the participants, using
Aristotle's rhetorical arguments in both Turkish and English was
similar. In each of the participants' essays, 72% of the participants
utilized the rhetorical device of logos. However, while writing Turkish
essays (94%) as opposed to English essays (67%) more participants
employed logos as their main attraction. Uysal's (2012) findings
revealed that the language in which the argumentative essay is written
influences the rhetorical appeal utilized, and this is suggestive of
cultural impact because the participants authored both Turkish and
English essays. Similar findings on cultural variance came from a
research that looked at rhetorical appeals in requests included in
complaint letters received to higher education institutions. Karatepe
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(2016), discovered that Turkish English learners were more likely than
native English speakers to omit an explicit request believing that the
readers of the complaint letters may infer their desire from the
explanation of the issue.

Insofar as advertising is concerned, investigations on how
persuasion is accomplished in commercials lead to the conclusion that
they rely on emotional appeal. For instance, 440 participants in Nair
and Ndubisi's (2015) study in New Delhi who watched four television
advertisements and then completed a survey.

The results demonstrated that evaluations of the credibility, logic, and
emotional appeal for educational advertisements that employ a
rational appeal are not connected to general perceptions about the
brand. Nair and Ndubisi (2015) came to the conclusion that using
peripheral cues like humor, emotion, and fear (pathos) in commercials
Is necessary for them to be effective because providing more
information about the brand attributes may not have a positive impact
on consumers' attitudes due to their inability to logically analyze the
information. In providing information about brand attributes, it is
better to use testimonials, consumer interviews and quality marks
rather than factual presentations to get consumers to trust the product
— which speak of the use of the appeal to ethos to develop positive
attitudes towards the advertisement and, by extension, the brand. Of
the three rhetorical appeals, it seems that pathos is the best strategy to
ensure that a product name and brand is remembered. Of the three
rhetorical appeals, it seems that pathos is the best strategy to ensure
that a product name and brand is remembered. Winn (2000) has
investigated the key role of pathos in the persuasive power of Web
design in e-business. In the context of public service advertisements
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on health, Robberson and Rogers (1988, p. 277) found that “the
traditional negative appeals to health may be more persuasive than
positive appeals [and that] people may be persuaded to adopt healthy
lifestyles for reasons other than health per se (i.e., to enhance self-
esteem)”

Currently, researchers have begun to study persuasion in social
media communication from a rhetorical perspective — and pathos was
found to predominate. For instance, Fife (2010) found appeals to
pathos in Facebook profiles. The “about me” and “like me” feature are
full of commonly liked quotations from popular songs and movies to
appeal to more people. In contrast to the “like me” strategy, another
group of people portrayed a “this is me” approach by including
distinctive — often less popular — tastes in music, indicative of an
appeal to ethos.

In another study on social media communication, Emanuel et
al., (2015) analyzed how three interactive websites appealed to the
emotions of visitors to give donations to save flamingos, to take action
against global warming, and to persuade people to wear a life jacket
whenever they are out at sea — the last from a company that sells life
jackets. Political discourse is also found in social media
communication. Furthermore, Androniciuc (2016) conducted content
analysis of 77 social media posts in an lohannis campaign and found
that the political candidate extensively used pathos to trigger the
voters’ emotion rather than presenting arguments or focusing on his
credibility in the campaign speeches.

To Androniciuc (2016), tapping into the emotional dimension
of persuasion demonstrates the ability of the candidate to reach out to
voter’s sensitive side. Arnold (1985, p. 26) argues that “the use of
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pathos in persuasive messages is not only necessary for those persons
specializing in promotional activities, but requisite for all who
produce and use persuasion in daily life”. Finally, Ab Rashid et al.
(2016) analyzed Facebook status updates of three fitness trainers over
six months to investigate how they persuade the public to live a
healthy life. One of the trainers achieved the ethos appeal by referring
to himself as “Cikgu Fitness” (Teacher of fitness) to show that he had
the credibility to talk about healthy lifestyles. The second trainer used
the pathos appeal when he wrote that he was so moved by the
commitments from the JK1M participants that he almost cried. The
third trainer used the logos appeal when she explained how the
caffeine in coffee affected her sleep. In advertising, rational appeals
refer to the consumers’ functional and practical needs, while
emotional appeals focus on their psychological needs (Bovee &
Arens, 1992, as cited in Nair & Ndubisi, 2015, p. 140).

As an example of the studies that did not use Aristotle’s
rhetorical appeals as the theoretical framework was the work of
Naksawat et al., (2016). Despite the fact that their analysis revealed
that the Nigerian 419 scammers exploited basic human desires and
needs, trust and appealing to pity in order to deceive recipients into
complying. In Aristotle’s terms, these persuasion strategies fall under
pathos or emotional appeal.

3. Methodology

This section has been divided into four subsections. The first
section, the Research Questions, concerned the research questions that
are based on the goals of the present study. The second subsection, the
Research Design, investigated the design of the research on the basis
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of the variables examined in the study. The third section, Data
Collection, argued how data is collected by means of the suggested
theoretical framework. The last subsection, Data Analysis, analyzed
the data applying Aristotelian persuasive strategies; pathos, ethos and
logos.
3.1. Research questions

According to the already mentioned research problem, six
Jordanian parties participating in the parliamentary elections 2020
have been chosen as a corpus to be analyzed depending on Aristotle’s
persuasion strategies; ethos, pathos, and logos. According to Aristotle,
a speaker's capacity for persuasion depends on how successfully the
speaker appeals to the listener in the three domains of pathos, ethos,
and logos. Together, these arguments make up what later rhetoricians
have referred to as the rhetorical triangle strategy. Therefore, in order
to achieve our intended goals, the following questions are addressed in
this study:

1- What are the similarities and differences, if any, between
persuasive strategies applied by the winning parties in the
elections in 2020?

2- What are the similarities and differences, if any, between
persuasive strategies applied by the losing parties in the elections
in 20207

3- What are the similarities and differences, if any, between
persuasive strategies applied by the winning and the losing
parties in the elections in 20207
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3.2. Research design

Applying quantitative research design with discrete variables
could not be sufficient to answer all the questions of the study. A
qualitative research was developed. As a result, mixed — method
research design will be adopted. A mixed-methodology research
design, according to Creswell and Plano Clark (2011), is one that has
its own philosophical assumptions and methods of investigation. It
includes philosophical assumptions as a methodology to guide the
collecting and interpretation of data from numerous sources in a single
study. A mixed-method approach to difficult research challenges has a
lot of advantages because it mixes post positivism and interpretivism
philosophical frameworks (Fetters, 2016), interweaving qualitative
and quantitative data in such a way that research issues are effectively
explained. It also provides a logical foundation, methodological
flexibility, and a thorough knowledge of minor cases (Maxwell,
2016). In other words, using mixed methods research allows
researchers to answer study questions with adequate depth and breadth
(Enosh, Tzafrir, & Stolovy, 2014), as well as generalize findings and
implications of the studied topics to the entire population (Enosh,
Tzafrir, & Stolovy, 2014)
3.3. Data collection

The data for this study which concluded speeches of six
Jordanian parties participating in the parliamentary elections in 2020,
has been taken from the Internet, Facebook, YouTube, the
Independent Election Commission, The Jordanian parliament, and the
House of Representatives, News Channels before and after the
elections. The Jordanian parliamentary elections 2020 were the
nineteenth parliamentary elections since the declaration of Jordan's
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independence in 1946, which were held on November 10, 2020, to
elect members of the nineteenth Jordanian parliament.

3.4. Data analysis

The data of this study has been analyzed using a variety of
methodologies. In the first step, the researcher watched videos and got
the written speeches. In the second step, the researcher examined and
contrasted the videos and textual speeches in order to find the
similarities and differences between using persuasive strategies
between winning parties and between losing parties. In other words,
the researcher has examined the most frequently persuasive strategy
used in the speeches between the winning parties and between the
losing parties. In the third step, the researcher has chosen the data that
contained the persuasive strategy. In the last step, the researcher has
ensured that the selected data is considered to be adequate for its
purposes.
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4. Findings and Discussion
This section concerns detailed analysis of the collected data in
tables following Aristotelian persuasive strategies; pathos, ethos and
logos.

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It is noticeable that logos, pathos and logos appeals are
applied differently in the speeches of the candidates. The Jordanian
United Front party represented by Khair Abu Esaelik who formed
with other candidates Al-Quds Al-Sharif List applies logos 40 times
based on thought and factual situation in 2020 by the spread of
Coronavirus and the needs of Jordanians for strong parliament as well
as government to serve the citizens and the country. Furthermore, Abu
Esaelik focuses on the fact that the name of the list comes from
Hashemite Custodianship over the Islamic holy sites in Jerusalem to
stress Jordanians’ responsibility towards Jerusalem. The Jordanian
United Front is the only party that focuses on having a program for
solving the problem of unemployment for the youth. Islamic Action
Front party focuses on pathos mostly by applying to thank and praise.
Mosa Ali Huntush also mentioned religious values to remind them of
the right to return to Palestine to persuade voters.

18 occurrences of pathos indicate that Andre Murad Al-
Hawary, the creator of National Reform, relying on the needs of the
voters, the national values of Jordanians, and the integration between
Jordan and Palestine. As a result, those parties frequently employ
pathos by stressing Jordanians' obligation to protect the occupied
Palestinian territories and people' desires for successful solutions to
poverty. Ethos is the least appeal to be used. 5, 9, and 9 occurrences
by Islamic Action Front, The Jordanian United Front, and the National
Reform respectively are present.

4.2 Losing parties

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The table above indicates the fact that all persuasive strategies
are present in the speeches of the candidates. Logos occur mostly by
the National Alliance Reform presented by Dr. Abdullah Al Akilah,
the creator of the Parliamentary Reform Bloc. Applying logos mostly
in his speech might be ascribed to his vast experience in political life
since he won the parliamentary elections before and being a member
of the Islamic Action Front. logos are also applied mostly by the
People's Democratic Party “hushed”, arguing the basis for their
participation in the parliamentary elections and their partnership with
left-wing nationalist parties and patriotic forces and personalities
which expresses the party's militant identity and translates its decades-
long struggle experience.

As a second frequent appeal, pathos applied by Jordanian
Communist Party, Progressive List, shows that their focus is primarily
on the needs and desires of Jordanians especially the women and the
youth. While ethos is the least frequent appeal; 9 occurrences of ethos
are shown in the speeches of the Jordanian Communist party. These
occurrences focus on the shared relationship between the party and the
Jordanians in their struggle so they have to support the party in these
elections.

4.3 persuasive strategies in the speeches of the winning and the
losing parties in the parliamentary elections in 2020.

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Three appeals of persuasive strategies are present. From the
table above both the winning and the losing parties in the
parliamentary elections in 2020 apply logos mostly in their speeches
by using the words “thought and program” to address the minds of the
voters. They also use warrants and argumentation to validate their
speeches. The second frequent appeal that all the six parties apply is
pathos, pathos is used by mentioning social justice, unemployment,
poverty, and the duty to defend the Palestinian territories and the right
to return. The parties address the needs, values, and values of the
voters. The candidates begin their speeches by greeting, praising, and
thanking. The use of the words like “brothers, sisters, valiant people,
and God's blessing “might play a role in persuading voters. Ethos is
the appeal that occurs infrequently in candidates’ speeches. Ethos is
applied to stress the fact that the candidates and the voters are partners
in their responsibility to Jordan. The words “from different origins and
backgrounds and | am Jordanian-Palestinians” indicate the similarities
between the candidates and the voters.

The difference between the winning and the losing parties in
using persuasive strategies lies in the number of occurrences and the
percentages.

5. Conclusion

The researcher reviews the present study of the persuasive
strategies in the speeches of six Jordanian parties participating in the
parliamentary elections in 2020 and concludes that all the persuasive
strategies of Aristotle's rhetoric are present. However, the occurrences
of these strategies are different. The highest frequent appeal is logos,
the second frequent appeal is pathos, and the last one is ethos.
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logos is dominating the total number of occurrences. The
Jordanian United Front led by Abu Esaelik applies logos in 40
occurrences focusing on the situation of the Coronavirus that
increased the number of unemployed youths.14 and 13 occurrences of
logos are noticed in the speeches of The Islamic Action Front and
National Reform represented by Musa Huntush and Andre AL hawary
respectively. Pathos is the second appeal to be applied in the winning
parties’ speeches. 21, 18, and 17 occurrences go for The Jordanian
United Front, National Reform, and Islamic Action Front. It is
noticeable that ethos is the least frequent appeal. 9, 9, and 5
occurrences go for The Jordanian United Front, National Reform and
Islamic Action Front.

According to the losing parties, it is also observed that the
appeal of logos is the most frequent one. Dr. Abdullah AlAkileh, the
representative of the National Alliance Reform, applies logos in 20
occurrences during his speech followed by a total of 16 occurrences in
the Jordanian Communist Party’s speech, and 12 occurrences used by
People’s Democratic Party “Hushed”.

The least frequent appeal, ethos, occurs in 9, 5 and 4
occurrences of the total in the speeches of the Jordanian Communist
Party, People’s Democratic Party “Hushed “and the National Alliance
Reform respectively.

In the speeches of their candidates, both the winning and losing
parties use logos, pathos, and ethos. They differ, however, in the
number and percentage of occurrences those appeals are made. Logos
appear 67 occurrences (45.9%) in the speeches of the winning parties,
whereas they appear 48 occurrences (53.4%) in the speeches of the
losing parties. The winning parties utilize pathos in 56 of the total
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occurrences (38.4%), whereas the losing parties use it in 24 of the
total occurrences (26.6%). Finally, ethos, the least dominant appeal, is
used in 23 cases (15.7% of the total), losing parties use it in 18 cases
(20% of the total).

Applying persuasive strategies to persuade the voters and affect
their points of view might have great influence in winning or losing
the elections.
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
